APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mayor Fortune asked for a motion to approval of the Agenda.  Mayor Fortune removed item 12) Community Input-Municipal Park Grant Application till the May, 15th Board Meeting. There being no further comments or questions Alderman April Milne motioned to approve the Agenda as amended, seconded by Alderman Tim Stoeckl. The motion passed by a voice vote of three yea and one absent. 

APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Fortune asked for a motion to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of Regular Meeting Minutes from April 17, 2024 and Bills List from April 13, 2024 to April 26, 2024. With no questions or comments Alderman Stoeckl motioned to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Alderman Dennis Whitmore. The motion passed by a voice vote of three yea and one absent. 



ELECTION RESULTS

Resolution No. 2024-09: A Resolution of the Twin Oaks Board of Aldermen Accepting the Abstract of the City Election Held on April 2, 2024 as Returned to the City by the Board of Election Commissioners of St. Louis County.  
Mayor Fortune read Resolution No. 2024-09 and asked for a motion to adopt resolution 2024-09. Alderman Whitmore so motioned, seconded by Alderman Stoeckl. The motion passed on a voice vote of three yea and one absent.

ELECT BOARD PRESIDENT

Mayor Fortune asked for nominations for Board President.  Alderman Whitmore nominated Tim Stoeckl, Alderman Milne seconded the nomination.  The nomination was passed by a voice vote of all three yea and one absent. Aldermen Stoeckl is the new Board President.

REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

Police Report-Officer John Wehner presented the police report for the Month of April that including radio calls, written reports, traffic stops, crimes and auto accidents. Alderman Milne inquired about an accident involving a pedestrian. Officer Wehner explained that the accident occurred in a parking lot when a pedestrian walked behind a car that was backing out of a parking space. There were not injuries.

NEW BUSINESS

Bill No. 24-06: An Ordinance Amending Regulations Pertaining to Fences. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-06. City Attorney, Paul Rost explained that this ordinance clarifies fence definitions and allowances for the City. With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-06 for a second time. Alderman Stoeckl motioned to approve Bill No. 24-06, seconded by Alderman Milne. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-absent, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, Alderman Milne-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-06 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-06.


Bill No. 24-07: An Ordinance Amending the Twin Oaks Purchasing Policy, Chapter 145 of the Twin Oaks Municipal Code. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-07. City Attorney Rost explained that this updates the purchasing agent for the City from the City Clerk to the Mayor. 
With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-07 for a second time. Alderman Whitmore motioned to approve Bill No. 24-07, seconded by Alderman Stoeckl. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-absent, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, Alderman Milne-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-07 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-07.


Bill No. 24-08: An Ordinance Amending the 2023 Budget and Ratifying all Related Prior Expenditures. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-08. City Finance Consultant, Dave Watson explained that this is needed to amend the forecasted budget from September 2023. He stated that several yearend expenditures came in larger than anticipated. This bill will bring all accounts into balance and can then be submitted to finalize the audit. With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-08 for a second time. Alderman Milne motioned to approve Bill No. 24-08, seconded by Alderman Whitmore. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-absent, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, Alderman Milne-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-08 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-08.


Bill No. 24-09: An Ordinance Adopting and Enacting a New Code of Ordinances of the City of Twin Oaks: Establishing the Same Providing for the Repeal of Certain Ordinances Not Included Therein, Except as Expressly Provided; Providing for the Manner of Amending Such Code of Ordinances; Providing Penalty for the Violation Thereof; and Providing When Ordinance Shall Become Effective. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-09. City Attorney Rost explained this bill adopts the annual statutory updates from the City’s codification company, incorporating any changes necessary due to changes in state law or for enhancing the clarity of the City code. With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-09 for a second time. Alderman Whitmore motioned to approve Bill No. 24-09, seconded by Alderman Stoeckl. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-absent, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, Alderman Milne-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-09 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-09.



DISCUSSION ITEMS

Red Cross Blood Drive:  Assistant City Clerk, Paula Dries, spoke with the Red Cross representitive regarding date and time for a Blood Drive for Twin Oaks. Friday, August 9th is available and the Red Cross would set up, tear down and provide promotion for this event. The Blood Drive would run from 12:00 to 4:00. Alderman Milne motioned to approve the Blood Drive, seconded by Alderman Whitmore. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sign Illumination Requirement: Alderman Whitmore presented to the Board with a request to require signage on buildings be illuminated during hours of operation. He referred to the CVS and USbank signs on Schnucks building as an example, explaining the signs need to be lit to indicate the business is open. Discussion ensued and the Board agreed that lighting the sign should be up to the business and not something for the City to inforce.
