APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Fortune amended the Consent Agenda to include a bill for the TAP (Transportation Alternatives Program) grant application fee. REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

Police Report: Officer John Wehner summarized the police activity for the month of January, including radio calls, written reports, traffic stops, crimes and auto accidents. Mayor Fortune noted an increase in police patrols in the neighborhood and expressed his appreciation for their efforts. 

OLD BUSINESS

Presentation from Voss Lighting on Twin Oaks Park electrical/lighting upgrade project: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tim Handyside, a representative from Voss Lighting presented a proposal for upgrades to Twin Oaks Park lighting, addressing low light levels, short poles, and limited pavilion power. The plan includes eight new poles, twelve bollards, LED upgrades, motion sensors, Signify (Philips) Interact technology, and Wi-Fi at the entrance. Phase One includes new electrical lines and installs the new light poles ($180,000), while Phase Two adds Wi-Fi, bollards and string lights ($120,000) totaling $300,000. The project aims for completion of Phase One by July 3, 2025, with remote control capabilities for events. 

 98 Crescent Driveway: Amanda Colvin, a resident at 98 Crescent Ave, attended as the Board reviewed a video showing the homeowners trailer accessing the driveway following the sidewalk installation. She expressed concern that the new sidewalk increased the driveway’s slope, making trailer access difficult. The Board is evaluating the issue, balancing public funds with homeowner needs, and considering further surveys and collaboration with engineers to find a solution. 
     
NEW BUSINESS

Resolution No. 2025-01: A Resolution of the Twin Oaks Board of Aldermen Approving an Organization Chart and New and Revised Job Descriptions Associated with the Reorganization of City Administration. City Clerk April Milne read Resolution No. 2025-01. The Board discussed maintenance worker levels and their titles. Following a brief discussion the Board agreed with the current titles to help ensure consistency with other cities’ classification systems.

Bill No. 25-01: An Ordinance Approving a Pay Schedule for the City of Twin Oaks. City Clerk Milne read Bill No. 25-01. She mentioned that the budget will need to be amended to add the new supervisor position. With no questions or comments City Clerk Milne read Bill No. 25-01 for a second time.

Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 25-01 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 25-01.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

Impact Life Blood Drive-potential dates for drives in 2025: Assistant Clerk, Paula Dries introduced the non-profit organization Impact Life as a potential partner for hosting blood drives. She explained that this organization supplies blood to local hospitals, including St. Luke’s, Mercy SLU and St. Mary’s. The Board approved proceeding with Impact Life to organize blood drives, with the first event to be scheduled for April.  

Fence between TOPC and Autumn Leaf Homes: City Clerk Milne shared that a portion of fencing between the church and Autumn Leaf homes, installed in 2006 by the City and the Church, has collapsed. She mentioned that homeowners have raised concerns about privacy and child safety. Proposed solutions include replacing or relocating the fence in collaboration with the church, with the possibility of cost-sharing. The Board requested reaching out to church representatives to discuss options and research existing surveys to determine the best placement. 

Potential amendments to city parking code re: trailers: The Board Discussed ongoing issues with a specific trailer parked on public streets, considering stricter regulations, including a potential ban, reduced parking duration, and daily citations. Discussion centered on fair enforcement and homeowner compliance. Next steps include finalizing ordinance changes, contacting Twin Oaks City Attorney, coordinating with police, and enforcing penalties as needed. 

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

City Attorney, Paul Rost will present proposed City Code updates at the next meeting, including a formal policy for managing surplus property and structured process for issuing Requests for Proposals (RFPs) for banking services. 


CITY CLERK’S REPORT

City Clerk Milne summarized her written report providing updates on various projects and initiatives. She reported that technology upgrades have begun, including the installation of a new laptop in the conference room, which will also serve as a remote work laptop for Assistant Clerk, Paula Dries. 
She announced that St. Luke’s will be utilizing the Twin Oaks parking lot for an event with its Mobile Mammogram Van, ensuring accessibility for area residents. 
City Clerk Milne highlighted a new online reservation system for the upcoming Chili Bingo event. The system requires pre-payment, which will help streamline the check-in process and reduce chaos at the start of the event. 
She also informed the Board that new remote-access locks have been installed at the comfort station, enhancing security. 
In project updates, she reviewed the Park Lighting and Electrical proposal and the status of the Meramec Station Road TAP application. The application fee deadline is approaching, and letter of support have been received. The final application will be submitted soon, with an initial decision expected in October 2025. 
She concluded with an update on the Boly Lane Entrance project, noting that five contractor bids are under review. Contract approval is anticipated at the February 19th meeting, with a notice to proceed expected by February 20th.
