REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

Police Report: Officer John Wehner summarized the police activity for the month of February, including radio calls, written reports, traffic stops, crimes and auto accidents. He included details for arrests, auto crashes, and criminal activities. 

OLD BUSINESS

Driveway on Crescent: The Board reviewed the driveway access dispute with the homeowner regarding specific trailer accommodations. The Board stated that the city is not liable, as the driveway was installed per approved plans. As a goodwill gesture, the City offered a $5,000 payment for the homeowner to contract out the desired corrections. The homeowner rejected the offer, wanting the City to commit to the full cost of the correction which he believes will exceed the $5,000 offer.  He was directed to provide three competitive bids which the Board will review and consider re-evaluating its position based on the updated estimates. 
     
NEW BUSINESS

Resolution No. 2025-05: A Resolution of the Twin Oaks Board of Aldermen Approving and Authorizing the Mayor to Execute an Agreement for Janitorial Services. City Clerk April Milne read Resolution No. 2025-05, which addresses the need for a cleaning service for City Hall and the park restrooms. Due to the abrupt resignation of the current contracted cleaner, City Clerk Milne obtained three bids directly from local companies.  After discussion regarding cost, frequency and scheduling, the Board directed City Clerk Milne to offer a contract to Jan Pro for immediate service. The contract was amended to include the word “services” in Section 1 of the Resolution.

City Clerk Milne read Bill No. 25-03, after which City Attorney, Paul Ross explained that the bill updates the City’s code to comply with state requirements for bank selection and adds a purchase and disposition of property policy to the Twin Oaks Code. City Clerk Milne read Bill No. 25-03 a second time. With no further questions or comments Mayor Fortune called for a motion.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT

City Clerk Milne summarized her written report providing updates on various projects and initiatives. She informed the Board that second interviews are scheduled for the Public Works Supervisor position, with two strong candidates advancing. She stated that cleaning services with Jan Pro will begin as soon and the contract is finalized. She stated that Committee appointments will be standardized to be appointed in April and installed in May beginning in 2025. She announced plans for an art exhibition at City Hall, in collaboration with the Painting Ladies Group, are underway, inviting local artist to participate on May 2nd.  At the direction of the City Clerk as interim Pubic Works Supervisor, maintenance staff has completed bridge picket repairs and continues with pothole maintenance. She confirmed the fallen fence is located on church property and is moving forward with bids for replacement while waiting to meet with Church representatives. The Crescent project is set for completion by April 1st and the pre-construction meeting for the Boly entrance is pending. City Clerk Milne informed the Board she is attending construction oversight training. She is awaiting scheduling for the lighting installation at the Park and spoke of scheduling a “Coffee with the Mayor” at Rosemary Coffee in the spring.    

MAYOR & ALDERMEN COMMENTS

Mayor Fortune: talked about a persistent code violation on Autumn Leaf Drive related to improper trash disposal. The homeowner has repeatedly failed to respond to city violation notices and meet cleanup deadlines. This issue has been referred to our Prosecuting Attorney.  

Alderman Eisenhauer: shared a personal update stating that her husband was diagnosed with prostate cancer. He has undergone surgery and is recovering well. He is cancer-free and has returned to work.
