ELECT BOARD PRESIDENT

Mayor Fortune asked for nominations for Board President.  Alderman Stoeckl nominated Lisa Eisenhauer. The nomination was passed by a voice vote of three yea and one absent. Aldermen Eisenhauer is the new Board President.






REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

Police Report: Officer John Wehner provided a summary of police activity for the month of April, including radio calls, written reports, traffic stops, crimes, and auto accidents. Mayor Fortune inquired about the upcoming “Cop on a Rooftop” event, and Officer Wehner explained that it is a fundraiser for Special Olympics taking place at Dunkin’ Donuts on Friday, May 16th from 6:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., with participation from himself and other precinct officers.

Change Order for the Park Lighting Project: Mayor Fortune explained that the proposal involves adding a second light to the Rose Garden at an additional cost of $12,000. He noted that this expense is considered reasonable within the overall context of the project.

He stated that staff will follow up with Arc Pyro to confirm the music broadcast radio link-up for the event.
