Resolution 2025-14: A Resolution of the Twin Oaks Board of Aldermen Approving and Authorizing the Mayor to Execute an Agreement with Game World Event Services, LLC. 
City Clerk April Milne read Resolution 2025-14 explaining that this resolution authorizes an agreement with Game World Event Services for Family Fun Day. Under the agreement, the vendor will provide a variety of attractions including games, a Euro Bungee, a new multi-participant spinning ride, a fast pitch game, and bounce houses for both children and adults. These features were selected and expanded based on community input and committee review.

Bill No. 25-10: An Ordinance Amending Chapter 220 Pertaining to Park Regulations
City Clerk April Milne read Bill No. 25-10, noting key changes: removal of the alcohol prohibition and adoption of a flat fee for pavilion reservations ($25 for residents, $100 for nonresidents). Discussion followed on increased park use, enforcement challenges, and balancing accessibility with safety. Clerk Milne then read Bill No. 25-10 a second time.

Bill No. 25-11: An Ordinance Amending Chapter 120 Pertaining to Access to Public Meetings and Records.
City Clerk April Milne read Bill No. 25-11. City Attorney Paul Rost explained that the bill addresses recent statutory changes, clarifies record request payment deadlines, and updates terminology by replacing “public governmental body” with “boards and commissions.” It also codifies the City’s video and online attendance policy from the COVID-19 period and includes general updates for clarity and modernization. Clerk Milne then read Bill No. 25-11 a second time.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

City Attorney Paul Rost reported on ordinances and revisions discussed during the meeting. He noted that drafting has begun on the tax levy ordinance for the next meeting, pending finalized rates expected by the third week of September. City Clerk April Milne added that a special meeting may be needed to approve and submit by the requested due date.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT

City Clerk April Milne provided updates on city projects and programs. Code Enforcement courtesy notices went out starting August 22. Upcoming City Sessions will cover Fentanyl Safety, Home & Property Safety, and Fraud Prevention.
The Crescent Avenue Sidewalk project is nearly done, pending AT&T paperwork. The Boly Entrance is complete, and Phase I of the Park Lighting project is still in progress. No formal announcement yet on the Meramec Station TAP Grant.
City Clerk Milne mentioned that the gate in the park near the playground was damaged, with video evidence showing vehicles entering the park. The City is looking at options like bollards, better signage, and upgraded cameras to improve security. Enforcement will continue to focus on repeat or serious violations.


MAYOR & ALDERMEN COMMENTS

Jim Crawford asked about the status of the broken waterfall, noting he had received several inquiries. City Clerk April Milne reported that a replacement pump has been ordered and will be installed as soon as it arrives.
Lisa Eisenhauer: expressed her concern over the ongoing silt and sediment buildup that has been affecting the pumps and ponds in the park. The Board briefly discussed various solutions that included redesigning the upper pond into a rock streambed, an adding silt dams. This is something the city will need to plan for in the next 5-7 years.
