Resolution 2025-17: A Resolution of the Twin Oaks Board of Aldermen Approving an Agreement with Martin & Sons LLC for Installation of Vinyl Siding and Windows, and Related Services at the Bell House.

She explained that the insurance claim funds were secured last year and the project was delayed due to the change in public works staff and contractor selection.  After a question from Alderman Krewson, it was clarified that the replacement material (vinyl) is permitted because it replaces existing. Vinyl siding would not be allowed for new construction per city code.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

City Attorney Paul Rost is drafting an amendment to the county police contract specifying our policy on unmanned aircraft systems (drones). He will present the amendment at the next meeting. 

CITY CLERK’S REPORT

City Clerk Milne provided an overview of administrative and project updates. A tall grass violation was abated and invoiced, and per Mayor Fortune, further code enforcement is on hold while the City considers hiring an enforcement officer. 

A Valley Park resident’s complaint regarding the Crescent Overlay Project was evaluated by engineering and determined unrelated to City work. 

Staff attended professional development training through APWA, and the Missouri Municipal League.

Curb replacements on Boly Lane and in the condo area are complete, with backfilling and striping to follow. The Crescent Avenue Sidewalk and Stormwater project (phase one) is closed. Park lighting upgrades continue, with completion expected by November 21. An RFQ will be issued for engineering services for the TAP Grant project.

The fish food dispenser remains in use despite a minor vandalism incident, and a protective cover will be added. Sand volleyball nets have been removed, and sand migration into the playground surface was noted. Major park construction is scheduled for 2026; pavilion rentals will be closed on July 2nd and park access will be limited after that time due to anticipated construction.

MAYOR & ALDERMEN COMMENTS
Mayor Fortune remarked on the ongoing public interest in the progress of Wing Snob restaurant. City Clerk Milne noted that construction is continuing, but the City has not received a business license application, so no opening date has been set. 
Joe Krewson: noted that Bartolino’s was recently featured on a banking commercial. He also expressed concern about the property behind Schnucks, citing excessive overgrowth that is creating blind spots for drivers.
