APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mayor Fortune asked for a motion to approval of the Agenda.  With no comments or questions Alderman Dennis Whitmore motioned to approve the Agenda, seconded by Alderman Tim Stoeckl. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote. 

APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Fortune asked for a motion to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of Regular Meeting Minutes from May 1, 2024, Special meeting Minutes from May 2, 2024, Closed Meeting Minutes from May 2, 2024, Bills List from April 27, 2024 to May 10, 2024, and Credit Card Statement for April 2024. With no questions or comments Alderman Lisa Eisenhauer motioned to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Alderman Stoeckl. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote. REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

2023 Financial Audit: Mr. Allen Schulte of Botz, Deal & Company presented to the Board the Financial Audit Report for FY2023. Mr. Schulte stated that the City of Twin Oaks received another clean audit report. He also reported that the City has followed all suggested monthly reviews of all Credit Card statements. The City’s long-term focus and short-term goals are all in alignment with what is presented financially. There has been an increase in revenue due to the addition of the Consolidated Use Tax. Mr. Schulte concluded by stating that all the City’s Funds were under budget and that the City’s overall financial position is strong. 

Financial Statements: Financial Consultant, Dave Watson presented Twin Oaks Financial Statement ending April 30, 2024. He stated that the collected revenues continue to remain below 2023 but are beginning to rebound. Sales tax collected continues to climb and Commercial Property Tax is beginning to be collected. He concluded that the City finances are strong and on tract with the budget. 

Park Committee: Mr. Jim Crawford presented the Park Committee report. He shared with the Board Game World’s Contract for Family Fun Day. He stated that the games and equipment will remain the same as in 2023 but there will be an increase in the number of volunteers for the tattoo booth. He mentioned that the pricing is below 2023 and asked that the contract be expedited to guarantee all the requested items.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Community Input-Twin Oaks Park Grant Application: Mayor Fortune introduced BFA Grant Writer, Jennifer Wendt to present the completed Twin Oaks Park Grant Application. She explained that this is an overview that includes background information and the concept plan. She further explained that the focus of this Grant is on Pedestrian Access, Safety, and Emergency Vehicles Access to Twin Oaks Park. She presented illustrations of various options to achieve the desired outcome. These options included widening Herzog Lane, building a sidewalk for pedestrians, creating a turnaround for easier exiting of the park. BFA consultant, Tiffany Danz explained BFA engineering plans from development planning, assessment, community meetings and cost estimates. She continued emphasizing that this is the preliminary plans and details will develop reflect the community and Boards requests.

With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-10 for a second time. Alderman Eisenhauer motioned to approve Bill No. 24-10, seconded by Alderman Whitmore. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-yea, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, Alderman Milne-abstain, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-10 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-10.

She confirmed that the Red Cross Blood Drive has been scheduled for Friday, August 9th from 12-4 pm. She reviewed the Shred Events and stated that the City collected over 1500 lbs. of paper. She concluded by informing the Aldermen that the City Hall is in need of gutter repair and that new gutters will be installed on May 23rd.

Aldermen Stoeckl, Eisenhauer and Whitmore congratulated Alderman April Milne on her new role as City Clerk and wished her the best. Alderman Milne thanked everyone and stated she is excited to begin her new role.

Alderman Whitmore congratulated Aldermen Stoeckl on being elected Board President. 
Alderman Stocekl mentioned he witnessed the Valley Park Fire department releasing the water from the city’s fire hydrants, stating he had never seen this done before.
