Permanent records are kept of all minutes and ordinances. Each ordinance is read a minimum of two times by title, unless otherwise noted.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Mayor Fortune removed item 10 on the Agenda. He asked for a motion to approval of the Agenda. With no further comments or questions Alderman Dennis Whitmore motioned to approve the Agenda as amended, seconded by Alderman Tim Stoeckl. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote. 

PUBLIC HEARING

Review of concept plans for Park Access Road (Municipal Park Grant) project: Mayor Fortune opened the Public Hearing. In attendance for the Public meeting were residents: Mr. Roger Loesche, Mr. Joe Krewson (park committee), Mr. Jim Crawford (park committee) and Mrs. Connie Fortune (park committee). Jennifer Wendt, BFA grant writer, introduced the planning grant for park improvements. She explained the purpose for the public hearing is to gather input and to submit a plan to the Parks Commission for funding and the focus for this grant is on the safety for park visitors. She reviewed the timeline for grant submission that includes two public meetings, submission of completed plan to the Parks Commission for review and the final submission that will need to be completed by August, 30th for the project to receive funds in 2024.
Tiffany Danz, BFA Consultant, presented two plans with various cost estimates. Concept Plan 1: Creating a sidewalk along the parking lot, creating a turnaround area and having a walkway along the service road. Concept Plan 2: Included all elements of Concept Plan 1 plus diagonal parking and additional pavement repairs. She explained the cost estimates range from $290,000 to $1.4 million depending on the scope of the project. Discussion ensued that included public and board comments and concluded that there are too many questions to finalize a plan by August 30th. The Plan will continue to be revised and will be submitted for proposal in 2025. 

CITIZEN COMMENTS

No citizen comments.

APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Fortune asked for a motion to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of Regular Meeting Minutes from June 26, 2024, Bills List from June 22, 2024 to July 12, 2024, and Credit Card Statement for June 2024. With no questions or comments Alderman Lisa Eisenhauer motioned to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Alderman Stoeckl. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote. 


REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

Police Report: Officer John Wehner presented the police report for the Month of May that including radio calls, written reports, traffic stops, crimes and auto accidents. 

OLD BUSINESS

Approval of the RFP for leaf vacuuming: City Clerk, April Milne, reported that the RFP has been updated as discussed at the June 26th Board Meeting and will be submitted through the Site Improvement Organization, in addition to the regular distribution channels. She stated that this is the same site that was used for the Sidewalk RFP and hopes that a wider audience will respond to the RFP.  

NEW BUSINESS


Bill No. 24-11: An Ordinance Amending the Twin oaks Municipal Code Section 110.190 Pertaining to Meetings of the Board of Aldermen.  Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-11. He stated this will change the Board of Aldermen meeting time from 7:00 pm to 6:30 pm. With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-11 for a second time. Alderman Eisenhauer motioned to approve Bill No. 24-11, seconded by Alderman Whitmore. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-yea, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-11 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-11.

Bill No. 24-12: An Ordinance Amending the Twin Oaks Municipal Code by Repealing Section 130.150, Opting Out of the Sales Tax Holiday. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-12. City Attorney, Paul Rost explained that with the passage of the Use Tax municipalities can no longer opt out of the tax holiday. With no questions or comments Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-12 for a second time. Alderman Whitmore motion to approve Bill No. 24-12, seconded by Alderman Eisenhauer. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-yea, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-12 being duly passed becomes Ordinance No. 24-12.

Bill No. 24-13: An Ordinance Amending the 2024 Budget and Ratifying All Related Prior Expenditures. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-13. Financial Consultant, Dave Watson explained that this amends the 2024 budget for capital improvements. Mayor Fortune read Bill No. 24-13 for a second time. Alderman Stoeckl motioned to approve Bill No. 24-13, seconded by Alderman Whitmore. The motion passed on a roll call as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-yea, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune stated that Bill No. 24-13 being duly passed become Ordinance No. 24-13. 

Resolution No. 2024-13:  A Resolution Approving a Quote from Brain Mill, Inc. for the Purchase and installation of Five Cameras and Related Equipment. Mayor Fortune read Resolution No. 2024-13. City Clerk, Milne explained this will be for the purchase of new cameras that were damaged due to vandalism in the park. She stated that the City’s IT contractor, The Brain Mill, is ordering upgraded camera’s that will be installed less accessible locations. With no questions or comments from the Board Alderman Stoeckl motioned to approve Resolution No. 2024-13, seconded by Alderman Eisenhauer. The motion passed on a unanimous voice vote. 


Appointment of New Alderman to fill the Vacant Seat: Mayor Fortune introduced two residents that have stepped forward to fill the vacant Alderman seat. Mr. Roger Loche and Mr. Joe Krewson, both well qualified and committed to the City of Twin Oaks. Discussion ensued and Alderman Eisenhauer motioned to approve Joe Krewson as the new Alderman, seconded by Alderman Whitmore. The motion passed on a roll call as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-yea, Alderman Stoeckl-yea, and Alderman Whitmore-yea. Mayor Fortune introduced Joe Krewson and the new Alderman. 

DISCUSSION ITEMS

July 3rd Event de-brief: Officer Wehner stated that the additional officers were an asset that aided in the event run smoothly. Traffic was cleared quickly, there were no issues in the park, church or business areas and the traffic islands were kept clear. Board members shared positive reviews from friends and neighbors regarding the fireworks, music and broadcast. Requests to continue to work with ARC Pyro again and to invite Laytham & Holmes to perform. 

Recommended Banking Changes for Enterprise: City Clerk Milne met with Enterprise Bank to get recommendations for investment opportunities or the city’s funds. Money Markets and short term FDIC backed investments were discussed. Questions regarding the amount that can be invested and the length of time for the investment were explored. The Board instructed City Clerk Milne to present recommendations from Financial Consultant, Dave Watson at the August 7 meeting.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

CITY CLERK’S REPORT

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Clerk Milne referred the Board to the written report and provided a summary of its contents. She reported that the City is switching to electronic timesheet reporting, and exploring options for modernizing forms on the website to make them more user-friendly. She asked for feedback from the Board for any recommendations to update the City’s permitting process. She noted that Cool Times has been reserved for NNO (National Night Out) on August 6th and will be promoting this event to engage the community. She mentioned that the Pre-construction meeting for the Crescent Road Project was held this week and there is a tentative start date of early September. She will keep the Board updated. She reported that preliminary cost estimates have been received regarding the Boly Lane entrance and the crosswalk maintenance agreement is in progress. Mayor Fortune mentioned that Twin Oaks resident, Nichole Miller, has offered to help with plantings at the entrance once the project is complete. 

MAYOR & ALDERMEN COMMENTS

Mayor Fortune reported that Bartolino’s has a video introducing the Twin Oaks Restaurant, the video can be found on Bartolino’s Restaurant Facebook page. He announced that Rosemary Coffee will be coming to Big Bend Square. He and City Clerk, Milne will continue to address Storm water issues. This will include inspection of the berm, contacting MSD to insure that storm water drains are clear and implementing weekly inspection of street drains.
Alderman Dennis Whitmore welcomed Joe Krewson to the Board of Alderman.  

FINAL CITIZEN COMMENTS

No final citizen comments.

CLOSED SESSION
Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Board of Aldermen will hold a closed session pursuant to Chapter 610 R.S.MO. for the reasons specifically set forth in Section 610.021 including, but not limited to, discussion pertaining to (1) legal actions, causes of action and litigation or confidential communications with the City’s Attorney; and (3), hiring, firing, disciplining, or promoting of particular employees by a public governmental body when personal information about the employee is discussed or recorded. Alderman Eisenhauer motioned to move to closed session as amended, seconded by Alderman Stoeckl. The motion passed on a roll call vote as follows: Alderman Eisenhauer-yea, Alderman Stoeckl-yea and Alderman Whitmore-yea. The Board moved into Closed Session at 8:23 pm.

There being no further business Mayor Fortune asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Alderman Eisenhauer so motioned, seconded by Alderman Whitmore and the regular meeting was adjourned at 8:29 p.m.
