OLD BUSINESS

Approval of investment accounts: City Clerk, April Milne, and Financial Consultant, Dave Watson met with Enterprise Bank representatives to explore options for better money strategies. Options discussed were consolidation of existing accounts, creating a higher yielding Reserve account (current 1.4%, proposed 3.85%), and investing in a 13-month CD (current interest rate: 4.65%). Discussion ensued that included considerations for monthly operating expenses and capital budget considerations.
