REPORT OF COMMITTEES/COMMISSION/CONTRACTORS

Police Report: Office Wehner presented the police report for the month of September that included radio calls, written reports, traffic stops, crimes and auto accidents. He reviewed the ongoing investigation into recent car vandalism. He stated that there has been no progress on identifying the individuals but believe the cars used were stolen. He also reported that there hasn’t been any further updates on the accident at Meramec Station Rd. He will continue to update the Board with any findings.

NEW BUSINESS

Insurance claim update and approval of roof replacement bid: Public Works Director, John Williams reviewed hail damage bids for both City Hall and 50 Crescent Rd. He stated that he contacted 13 roofers and continues to receive quotes. He began with the update from Vogel Heating & Cooling. They inspected the City Hall’s HVAC system stating that there has been no damage to the units only the hail guards. They stated that the hail guards did their job and are still in good shape and do not need to be replaced. He presented bids from four different companies ranging from $35,000 to $15,000. The Board expressed concern regarding the discrepancy between bids and insurance payouts. The Board asked Mr. Williams to obtain additional bids and present to the Board until a contractor is chosen.

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Clerk Milne read Resolution No. 2024-16. She reviewed with the Board that the new deadline for filing is December 31st at 5:30 pm. The St. Louis County Board of Elections offers a service to municipalities to help them meet this requirement. City Clerk Milne presented the advantages of moving candidate filing to the Board of Elections, including longer office hours and one-on-one assistance with any questions regarding the filing and election process. This would also allow more flexibility for Twin Oaks office staff. The disadvantage is that prospective candidates have to drive further to the Board of Elections location in St. Ann. Discussion ensued and the Board agreed to implement the new candidate filing process but will monitor the impact on candidate registrations to decide if they want to continue with this new process. Without any further questions Mayor Fortune ask for a motion.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

Traffic calming on Meramec Station Road: City Clerk Milne reviewed concerns to create a safer environment for pedestrians and vehicles on Meramec Station Rd. She offered a number of options for the Boards consideration that included: Lane Narrowing, Visual Barriers, Crosswalk Enhancements and Addition Lighting. She stated that all measures presented are short term until the City can apply for the STP Grant (Surface Transportation Program). Discussion ensued and the Board asked City Clerk Milne to obtain pricing for lane striping and additional lighting. They also asked that the Fire Department be consulted regarding Crosswalk Enhancements and to engage with residents before implementing any lighting changes.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT

City Clerk Milne referred the Board to the written report and provided a summary of its contents. She introduced a MSD Grant program that has been created by Prop S. Money collected will be distributed to Municipalities to be used for Storm Water issues. She stated she is continuing to work on the Capital Budget with Mayor Fortune and Financial Consultant, Dave Watson. She will be issuing an RFP for Emergency Tree Services when the current contract expires in November. She stated that Leaf Collection Post Cards have been mailed and shared the new Volunteer T-shirts with the Board. She concluded with project updates that included the Crescent Road Sidewalk Construction and Electrical Upgrade options in the park.
 
MAYOR & ALDERMEN COMMENTS

Alderman Stoeckl: He expressed his concern with the clear-cutting of property that boarders the Twin Oaks Park. His stated that increased mud run off has occurred and appears to be increasing. City Clerk Milne was asked to contact St. Louis County and schedule and inspection to help with deciding what measures to take to protect the park.
